Burwell Museum Trust was formed in Burwell, CambridgeshiEngland in 1982 (registered as
charity N0.290431 in 1984), by a small group of like minded pewgle an interest in local
history, to set up a museum providing the public a glimpsehat life was like in a village on
the edge of the Cambridgeshire Fens in the past.

Some members of the group already had a collection ohfmtexhibits but no permanent

place to display them. In the late 80's a suitable imgjldvas found - a 200-year-old timber

framed barn, derelict but structurally sound, in anothkaga. The owner, an elderly farmer,

wanted £400 for the barn. The Museum Trust only had £3taatime. The owner accepted

this and said the Trust could pay him the rest when thdysbme more money. The barn was
dismantled and transported to Burwell, restored and reeerant a site (disused allotments)
owned by the Parish Council next to Stevens' Mill éatared windmill now owned by the

Museum Trust).

At 2pm on Easter Sunday 1992 we opened to the general pubtizefdrst time. Sadly, the

original owner of the barn had died a couple of years befmrt some of his family visited the
barn as invited guests at the opening of the museum. Thig faene so pleased with what we
had done to the barn they said there was no need to paywIstill owed them for it. Cost of
purchasing the barn: £50. Cost of dismantling, moving, rebuildind, fitting out the barn:

about £40,000.

Over the 2 afternoons of that Easter weekend (Sunday & Mo@dapm each day) there were
a total of over 300 visitors. Since then the Museumisits grown and more buildings added.
These buildings have either come from elsewhere enltlcal area and re-erected on the
Museum site or have been built from scratch in the letdé using reclaimed local building

materials. All the buildings have been paid for wittbanbination of Grants and the Museums'
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own money. Even with these extra buildings we still dbate enough space to display
everything we have!

Initially we were only planning to open on Sunday and Bank Holidagddg afternoons from
Easter to the end of September. Now we open on Thursdagaoaits as well, and close for
the winter at the end of October.

The Museum is run entirely by unpaid volunteers. All the wWorkkhe Museum is carried out
in our spare time, with probably just as many hours workingome as at the Museum itself.
