| try to involve the audience by asking questions as I go along so that the
presentation is not too much of a monologue. As the room is usually blacked out
and | speak from the back of the hall I cannot see who is answering so if they get it
wrong it does not matter.

I have been giving these talks for some 25 years, originally in Grimsby and for the
last 15 years in the Cambridge region where | have given 150 talks. The talks
contain a considerable amount of historic content and the aim is to draw attention to
odd and unusual aspects of the area. | have been a regular speaker for the Duxford
Local History Group since 2002 and have spoken to them nine times on different
areas of London. Another group has heard me 15 times.

My audiences have included many retired groups, Townswomen’s Guilds, Village
Societies, Church Groups, Services Societies, Mens Clubs, Womens Clubs, WEA,
Probus, Tangent and Rotary Clubs.
