Add-information: Mark Davies has lived on a narrowboat in central Oxford
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since 1992, giving him a unique insight into the evolution of
the ‘living waterways’ of today. His talks adhere largely to the
Oxford waterways theme, but with Oxford Castle, literary
works (notably Lewis Carroll’s ‘Alice’), ‘town and gown’, and
historical crime as related and entertaining diversions. As
Oxford’s waterways have been so fundamental to the town’s
growth and prosperity, these topics reveal how much more
there is to Oxford than just its University.
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
